On your behalf Mr, Stovall recently sent a Commercial Road Usc Permit and collection 
bill to John Reynolds. Your documents peltain to roadways in the area Duhring knows as 
"Cherry Run". 

Duhring is the owner of the five wells addressed in your correspondence to Mr. 
Reynolds, Those five wells are part of the several wells operated by Duhring at Cherry 
Run. 

Your proposed permit pertains (0 oil haul and cites a -roadway 1.6 miles in length. There 
is no oil haul of that distance relatcd to the five wells, The five wells flow into the 
Duhring tank battery located immediately adjacent to Route 948. 

[ assume that you or someone on the ANF staff is preparing a similar mailing to Duhring. 
I thought you would appreciate knowing the~e five wells are operated by Duhring; after 
you receive this letter I trust you will want to deal with the five wells as part ofDuhring's 
single paekage_ 

With respect 10 the isslle of maintenance fees in g"enel'al I want to reiterate Duhring's 
position. Duhting" is willing to share costs of maintenance. That sharing is part of the 
reasonable duties that Duhring and the ANF owe one another as co-owners of the same 
parcels, r do note, however, that the ANF has refused to accord Duhring similar respect. 
Specifically, (he ANF has refused to pay maintenance fees (or even respond to requests 
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for information) concerning the ANF's hauling of timber over roads maintained by 
Duhring. 

As [() Commercial Road Use Permits Duhring disagrees with the usage of such permits 
where Duhring has an easement to traverse the surface to access its OGM interests. This 
disagreement is being litigated and while that litigation is pending, and because of the 
threat of criminal prosecution, Duhring has signed similar permit documents under 
protest. Duhring wi!! execute a permit, as to Duhring'S Cherry Run operations, also 
under protest. However, as noted above, the permit must be consoUdated and modified to 
reflect the proper operator. 

If you will modify the permit fOim accordingly Duhring will note its protest thereon, 
execute it, and return the same to you.
